The solo should be a 
piece of the student’s choosing not to exceed 1 minute in length. The chosen piece should be relatively 
difficult for the student, but should demonstrate the student’s musical strengths. Pieces from each 
instrument’s solo repertoire are recommended. Remember, the piece given here is an example only. It 
may be used, but a piece of the student’s choosing is highly recommended.

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4. Example Solo (You may choose to do a different solo.): Johann Sebastian Bach: Sonata in Eb Major 
Mvt. 1 Beginning to measure 53 (quarter note = approximately 88)
